Abandoned Real Property Registration Information and Requirements
· Failure to timely register, renew after October 1 of each year, or provide updated information within 10 days of the change may be subject to a fine of up to $500.

· Registration of a property as abandoned shall constitute consent of the lender for the City’s Code Enforcement officers to enter the premises per City Code Section 10-35, “…in the normal course of property inspections under the same legal authority possessed by the lender to enter upon such property, not more often than once every month, for the purpose of examining the property to ensure that the property is properly secured and not a danger to the surrounding area.  The city shall notify the maintenance agent at least ten (10) days prior to entering the property.  The lender’s maintenance agent may accompany the City’s inspectors during such inspection.”

· Property shall be posted with the name, address and 24-hour contact number of the local maintenance agent.  The sign shall be no less than 8” x 10” and no larger than 4 square feet and shall be posted on the front of the building so that it is visible from the street.  The posting shall contain the following language:

THIS PROPERTY IS MANAGED BY:

· The property must be maintained according to the standards in the Code of Ordinances and the Land Development Regulations of the City of Lauderhill.  The City is authorized, upon proper notice, to effect repairs and maintenance when necessary and to bill the costs as a superior lien on the property.
